The National Entrance Screening Test (NEST) is an annual college entrance examination 
in India, conducted for admission into the National Institute of Science Education and 
Research, Bhubaneswar (NISER) and the Center for Excellence in Basic Sciences (UM-DAE 
CEBS), Mumbai. 
From a total of roughly 80,000 applicants nationwide, only 0.5% qualify for admission 
and only 250 students are given admission.
